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Please imagine you are at a supermarket. There are two kinds of bananas, and one of them has a tag that says “Special
price!” The other is just a banana without any tag. Which banana do you want to buy? Many people choose the banana

( @ ) atag. We can say the tag encourages us to buy that banana. We call the idea like this tag “nudge.”

Nudge can be seen in many places in our daily lives. For example, there are stairs and an escalator at a station. Many
people choose an escalator because it is an easy way to go up and down. However, once they write “1 kcal” or “5
kcals” on the stairs, people start to choose stairs instead of an escalator. The number on the stairs shows how many
calories you use when you use the stairs. People may think, “It is better for our health if we use stairs.” It is just a
number, but it affects people’s feelings a lot.

Another example of a nudge is seen in restrooms in Japan. Have you ever seen the sign saying, “Thank you for keeping
our restrooms clean,” in public restrooms in Japan? When people see this sign they think, “We should be careful to
use this restroom because they thank us.” This sign is more effective than the sign saying, “Don’ t make our restrooms
dirty!”

You may see the “footprints” painted on the floor at a supermarket. This is another nudge in our daily lives. If people
see those footprints, they know where to wait for their turn when they pay. It doesn’t say, “Please make lines here,”
but everyone understands the rule of making lines.

As you can see, a nudge is a very small idea, but @it has the power ( to / take / good actions / us / help ). It can make

our daily lives better and easier.
